VOTE BEING 4 YAY TO 1 NAY TO NOT ALLOW MARIJUANA BUSINESSES IN MORAN TOWNSHIP.
HELENA ST.ONGE-KISSINGER REQUEST:

Helena St. Onge-Kissinger a senior at Lasalle High School proposed the creation of an outdoor space at the school for students to enjoy at lunch and for teachers to utilize for classroom activities.  The new courtyard space will include picnic tables, benches, a concrete slab, art and landscaping.  Helena is looking for monetary support for the project.  Supr Dionne contacted MTA and Twp Attorney about the project and was advised this would not benefit tax payers.  Supr Dionne wished her good luck in seeking final funding for her project.

EUP CONNECT COLLABORATIVE:
Jennie Hoffmann, member of EUP Connect Collaborative was present to ask Moran Twp to be a partner with the collaborative.  Each collaborative partner will commit 3% of their share of the American Rescue Plan Act dollars.  These monies will generate adequate dollars to fund the EUP Connect Collaborative.  The Eastern Upper Peninsula Intermediate School District will serve as the fiscal agent.  Moran Townships share will be $3,000.
